A BYLAW OF THE VILLAGE OF PARADISE HILL TO AMEND BYLAW #07/2007 KNOWN AS THE NUISANCE BYLAW.

The Council of the Village of Paradise Hill in the Province of Saskatchewan enact as follows:

Section 10 – Untidy and Unsightly Property, is amended by substituting the words “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 5”, with “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 4”.

Section 11 – Junked Vehicles, is amended by substituting the words “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 5”, with “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 4”.

Section 12 – Open Excavations, is amended by substituting the words “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 5”, with “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 4”.

Section 13 – Maintenance of Yards, is amended by substituting the words “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 5”, with “Notwithstanding the generality of Section 4”.

Section 15 – Outdoor Storage of Materials, is amended by substituting the words “Materials referred to in Section 15”, with “Materials referred to in Section 14”.

10.
Section 24 – Order to Remedy Contraventions, is amended by substituting the words “given under Section 24”, with “given under Section 23”.

11.
Section 26 – Registration of Notice of Order, is amended by substituting the words “If an order is issued pursuant to Section 24”, with “If an order is issued pursuant to Section 23”.

12.
Section 27 – Appeal of Order to Remedy, is amended by substituting the words “A person may appeal an order made pursuant to Section 24”, with “A person may appeal an order made pursuant to Section 23”.

13.
Section 33 is amended by substituting the words “given under Section 33”, with “given under Section 32”.
14.
Section 34 is amended by substituting the words “prescribed under Section 33”, with “prescribed under Section 32”.

15.
Section 35 is amended by substituting the words “an order pursuant to Section 24”, with “an order pursuant to Section 23”.

16.
Section 36 is amended by substituting the words “Every person who contravenes any provision of Section 32”, with “Every person who contravenes any provision of Section 31”.

This Bylaw shall come into force and take effect on the date of the final reading thereof.
